What did they leave behind?

On December 2, 1864, Gen. John Bell Hood brought his war-weary troops to Nashville, following the battle in Franklin on November 30.

His army, about 25,000, was south of Nashville with its right flank aligned along Woodmont Boulevard. At the roadway (Hillsboro Pike) the line turned to the south. To support this thin line, Hood ordered the construction of five log-and-earthen forts or redoubts. 

Redoubt 4, the last remaining Redoubt, is located at the top of Foster Hill in Abbottsford. At this Redoubt approximately 48 men manned 4 Napoleon cannons and were supported by about 100 men. Redoubt 4 was involved in the earliest and heaviest fighting. On the first day of the battle (December 15, 1864), they defended Redoubt 4 from about 10:30am to 2pm. The Confederate soldiers fled downhill to join up with the Confederate line. 

The question is: What did they leave behind?
